Navachetana Disables okkuta (disabled people’s organizations-DPO)  promoted by Swavalambi.
Covid19 awareness meeting and discussions:

Objective: - To raise awareness about covid-19 Pandemic for persons with disabilities and measures towards preventing the infection.
Since Covid-19 Pandemic situation continued worsening the daily life of the people, public events and activities are not permitted from the Government. However, the Swavalambi team was able to connect the disabled persons in the project area using virtual platforms. Small meetings were also held to facilitate them for getting Government schemes benefits for the needy persons with disabilities. This was done between October 2021 to March 2022 on different days.
 There are 35 members with different disabilities of both male and female registered in the DPO. Out of 35, 20 members were able to connect via phone calls/whats app on different days and according to their timings. For some of the disabled persons, their family members supported them to receive the information and sometime on video calls. Most of the members, connected individually to create safety and taking measures towards creating awareness about preventing covid -19 infection.
Use of Masks (home-made), frequent wash of hands  with soap/sanitizer, maintain social distancing, and contacting local public health for any health emergency are the key points convey to all the disable persons. Some of them visited the Harohalli CHC and collected specific information with regard to their general health condition. The CHC Doctors also shared information on Whatsapp groups. To all the members (104) is the contact phone number from the govt Karnataka health department shared for specific health or any covid19 issues. The members were very happy having received the information about Covid-19 and expressed their gratitude to the project team. Many of them also mentioned that they will also share the information among their family, even to their friends and relatives using the same 

Ten members were helped to get their disability pension regularly.
Five members were supported with health awareness on Covid19 because their were  infected and well supported by the CHC Doctors.
